
Looking forward to my career

SOL: CE.12: Students will demonstrate knowledge of career opportunities.

1. Identify talents, interests, and aspirations that influence career choice;

2. Identify skills and education that careers require;

3. Examine the impact of technological change on career opportunities.
Time:

Pre-Event Activity – 10 minutes

Post-Event Activity – 10 minutes
Activity:

Goal:

Students will explore courses that will provide opportunity to learn skills required for specific careers. 

Objective:

1. Students will describe the results of their interest inventory survey. 

2. Students will identify at least two possible career clusters to explore.

3. Students will collect at least five Curriculum Guide Brochures during the Career Fair, including one from each career cluster they identified as possible career interests they wanted to explore.

4. Students will explain what they discovered from the Career Fair.

5. Students will develop a plan to pursue at least one career path.
Instructions:

Pre-Event:

1. Discuss the Interest Inventory students completed with their guidance counselors (if this has not been completed, ask students to think about things they enjoy doing [image: image1.png]| Trailblazers



that may become their career.) It is important for students to identify their talents and interests.  

2. Discuss the purpose of the Career Fair – an opportunity to explore the courses that will provide opportunity to learn skills required for specific careers. 

3. Using the K-W-L chart:

a. Have students write a paragraph about what they know about the careers they are interested.

b. Have students write a paragraph about what they would like to know about those careers.

4. Give students the task of identifying at least two possible career clusters that are related to the interests they just wrote about.

5. Give students the task of collecting at least five business cards from exhibitors including one from each career cluster they identified.
Post-Event:

1. Have students review the business cards and other material they collected from exhibitors.
2. Using the K-W-L chart, have students explain what they learned from their explorations.
3. Have students outline the courses they might take to enable them to graduate with the skills needed to succeed in the career of their choosing.
4. Collect the K-W-L and the plan outline – return to guidance to be placed in their student folders. 
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
