Script to be Read Aloud to Students
Facilitator instructions:  For this exercise, you may choose to lower the lights and play soft music.  Ask the students to put their heads down on the desks and close their eyes.  

Ask the following questions while the students are imagining themselves 15 years from the present.

*How did your interests turn into a job?  Are you your own boss or do you follow the rules of your employers?  Do you work with your hands?  Computers? Customer service?  Do you work well with others on team projects?  Do you use your imagination?  Do you help others?  Do you entertain others?  Do you travel a lot for your job?  How much education did you need to get your job? Are you in the entertainment business?
